The Fidelio Charitable Trust supports the Arts in the United Kingdom. The Trustees aim to help individuals and groups who would not be able to carry out a project or activity without financial support, particularly those who are at an early stage in their careers. Such individuals and groups must be recommended by an appropriate person in an institution, college, Arts Festival and similar organisations. Applications by those seeking support for themselves will not be considered by the trustees. Fidelio's funds are limited and no single grant will be greater than £5,000. 

The person representing the recommending institution or organisation must vouch for the competence and skill of those for whom they are applying to Fidelio and state how they were selected. They should explain their professional relationship with the individual or group, and describe accurately the project or activity for which money is required.

It is important to give as much detail as possible about how much money is needed and how the proposed budget is made up. The trustees, while willing to provide support, may sometimes only be able to part-fund a project or activity.

Partnership grants scheme for primary and secondary schools 

The Royal Society has announced that the Partnership Grants will re-open open for applications on the 6th September 2010. Through the scheme grants of between £250 and £3,000 will be available to support teachers, scientists and engineers help develop science projects. The aim is to make the teaching of science more interesting within primary and secondary schools. The Partnership grants scheme forms partnerships to allow teachers to increase their scientific knowledge and to give scientists and engineers the chance to develop their communication skills and engage with enquiring young minds. Any UK primary or secondary school teacher or practising scientist/engineer can apply as long as the students involved in the project are between 5 and 18. Applications must be made together with the partner, and need to be signed by the teacher, partner and schools' headteacher. Examples of previously funded projects include; St Michael on the Mount Primary School received a grant of £2,050 to help pupils to learn about the human body by constructing a 15 foot skeleton. Working with engineers from Airbus UK, every class constructed a working model of their particular body part, giving the pupils the opportunity to apply some of the scientific principles they had discovered and Netheard High School, Dereham (Norfolk) received £2,488 for 'Our Star'.

International health links funding round two - now open to application

New volunteering fund 

Following the statement by the Department of Health (DH) in late 2009, that it would launch a new "Health and Social Care Volunteering Fund" to replace the Opportunities for Volunteering (OFV) scheme, the DH has announced the application timetable for the local element of the Fund. Under the Fund, third sector organisations can apply for grants and business support for projects that use volunteer to improve adult social care and reducing health inequalities. Eligible organisation may normally apply for a maximum amount of grant, of £35,000, available but tapering off over 3 years. Local projects will be targeted through a rolling programme of application rounds that target all regions in each funding year so that all regions are included but at different times of the year. The first cluster of regions where third sector organisations can apply for funding is the North East and North West (opens for applications on the 8th February with a closing date of 4th May 2010). The East Midlands and Yorkshire and Humber (opens for applications on the 8th March with a closing date of 25th May 2010). South Central, South West and West Midlands (opens for applications on the 5th April with a closing date of 28th June 2010). London, South East and East of England (opens for applications on the 19th April with a closing date of 12th July 2010).

Support for young people with mental health problems 


This programme aims to provide support to organisations that work with young people with mental health problems aged 11-25. 
There are two strands to the programme. Services for young people which funds a range of services and approaches to help young people experiencing mental health problems make positive changes in their lives; and Training which will also fund work that ensures those working with young people with mental health problems, especially in general youth work settings, have access to good quality training to improve their skill base and confidence levels. Funding is available to organisations providing general counselling and therapeutic interventions, as well as specialist projects focused on particular issues such as eating disorders or bi-polar conditions.

This fund will also cover work which aims to build networks of young survivors who can speak out to policy makers, planners and the sector, so that their views and voices are heard directly. Applications are welcomed from a range of agencies who reach young survivors but will give priority to applications from groups who can demonstrate a track record around domestic and sexual abuse, or work with young survivors. Grants for planting trees

New fund to strengthen the nuclear sector supply chain
On 14 June, they will officially launch a £2 million competition to encourage SMEs to join forces with larger companies and carry out feasibility studies that drive forward technological innovation in the sector.

The global nuclear market is expected to be worth £600 billion over the next 20 years, plus an additional £250 billion for nuclear decommissioning, waste treatment and disposal.

A TSB review into the UK’s nuclear capabilities identified “significant opportunities” for businesses to capitalise on their expertise and level of knowledge.

Funding through the competition is available for innovative SMEs to work alongside larger companies (either those already involved with the nuclear supply chain or new to the sector) to carry out feasibility studies that explore the opportunities offered by this growing global nuclear market.

Studies should have a maximum total cost of £150,000, last for up to six months (12 months in exceptional circumstances) and look to cover areas such as:

Farmers offered new 'green funding' deal 

The Carbon Trust has announced financial help is now available for farmers to invest in energy-saving equipment. British farmers are now eligible to apply for unsecured, interest-free loans for between £3,000 and £20,000 to help them upgrade to more energy-efficient equipment. The new funding has been provided to help the farming sector to meet the carbon reduction aims laid out the Government's Low Carbon Transition Plan. Examples of energy efficiency upgrades which the Carbon Trust loans will fund are; thermal screens, used in greenhouse horticulture, typically cost up to £20,000, and can save over £10,000 / 100 tonnes of CO2 annually; milk cooling accounts for one third of the energy consumption of dairy farms. New systems cost £3,000, and save up to £1,000 / 6 tonnes of CO2 a year; Insulation . used in field horticulture crop stores, typically costs around £17,000, and saves up to £10,000 / 50 tonnes of CO2 a year; upgrading heating and ventilation controls, in livestock farms, typically costs £3,000, and saves over £4,000 / 23 tonnes of CO2 a year; grain drying humidity controls, used in arable farming, typically costs £3,000, and saves around £1,500 / 10 tonnes of CO2 a year.

Farming grants Increased to 50% for new crops

The European Union have now confirmed that the rate of grant offered to farmers to grow biomass crops (Miscanthus and Short Rotation Coppice) under the Energy Crop Scheme has been increased to 50% (from 40%), for all costs incurred after the 1st January 2010. 

The ECS is administered by Natural England on behalf of the Department of Energy and Climate Change (DECC). The scheme pays grants to land owners for the establishment of biomass crops such as Miscanthus (a woody grass) and short rotation coppice, primarily willow. Growers can claim the costs of establishing the crop, providing the crop is retained for at least five years and is used to produce power and/or heat. 
Among the costs covered by the scheme are cultivation and ground preparation, plants and planting. The minimum area that can be planted under any scheme is three hectares. Any applications made in 2009 but where costs have not yet been incurred will be eligible for the higher rate of grant.

All applications are assessed to ensure that the crop will not damage important archaeological or wildlife features and will not interfere with power lines or public rights of way. Growers are encouraged to submit applications early in the year prior to planting to allow adequate time for consideration.

The objective of the ECS is to increase the amount of energy crops grown in England, in appropriate locations. Energy crops are used as a substitute for fossil fuels in power stations, combined heat and power units and biomass heat boilers.

There are five different types of project that a grant can be awarded for and each requires the applicant to make their own contribution to the project costs:

Proof of Market grants to test the commercial potential of an innovative idea for a new technology. A grant of up to £20,000 is available to businesses with fewer than 250 employees.

Development projects aim to develop a pre-production prototype of a new product or process that involves a significant technological advance. Projects take six to 36 months. 

A grant of up to £250,000 is available to businesses with fewer than 250 employees.  Exceptional development projects involve a significant technological advance and are strategically important for a particular technology or industrial sector. Projects take six to 36 months. 

A negotiable grant of up to £500,000 is available to businesses with a qualifying project.

Big Lottery fund announces improvements to the reaching communities programme for England 
The Big Lottery Fund (BIG) has introduced a series of improvements to the Reaching Communities programme for England, designed to make it easier for groups to apply.

At least £300 million will be awarded to projects making a difference to the lives of individuals and communities most in need, until 2013.  The programme will continue to make awards of between £10,000 and £500,000 and will provide funding for up to five years.

There is no change to who can apply, what can be funded or the difference BIG wants to make with this programme.  Applications may be submitted by voluntary and community groups, registered charities, schools and social enterprises.  Grants will be awarded for projects that:

· offer people better chances in life, including being able to get better access to training and development; 

· build strong communities, with more active citizens, working together to tackle their problems; 

· develop improved rural and urban environments, which communities are better able to access and enjoy; and 

· create healthier and more active people and communities. 

The improvements to the programme include the following:

For those applying for less than £40,000 per year, there will be a simpler application process and faster decision making than for those seeking greater amounts.  This improvement is intended to benefit smaller organisations in particular.
Groups that are invited by BIG to complete a full application will now have a better chance of being funded.

BIG will provide more support for applicants at every stage of the application process, particularly in those areas, and for those groups, that have received less funding than expected.

BIG is also in the process of developing a capital stream which will launch later this year.  More information on this will be made available as the programme evolves.

The new £35 million FORCES in MIND programme will support existing organisations that support veterans and their families to improve access to appropriate and relevant services. It will also fund research, awareness raising and advocacy work. The programme is one of the new funding programmes developed by BIG for 2010-2015 as part of its Strategic Framework. BIG intends to establish an independent trust to provide long-term support and advocacy for those who served in conflicts including Iraq, Afghanistan and the Gulf War. The Trust will draw on the expertise and dynamism of the many charities working in this field and will provide support for those working with veterans to improve their psychological well-being. The Fund is planning to start the process of setting up the Trust shortly.

People's Millions Re-launched 

The Big Lottery Fund has announced a new funding round under its People's Millions Initiative. Through the People's Million's, BIG wants to fund projects that transform the local environment or provide opportunities or facilities to allow people to take part and enjoy their local area. BIG are particularly interested in supporting community-based projects that can show that they will increase community involvement or help people who are most in need. New funding for veterans of World War Two 
The Heroes Return 2 scheme will provide Lottery funding to help World War II veterans that saw active service and are resident in the UK or the Republic of Ireland to take part in commemorative visits (within the UK and overseas) to mark the anniversary of events that led to the end of WWII. The offer includes Normandy veterans wanting to attend events this June of this year but also extends to Veterans who saw service in other overseas theatres in 1944 and 1945, such as Monte Cassino, Arnhem, Okinawa, Burma, Libya and the Far East during WWII. We are also happy to support WWII veterans that wish to attend commemorative events in the UK.  WWII veterans resident in the UK or Republic of Ireland who saw active service overseas with or alongside the British and Allied Armed Forces in the Second World War. WWII veterans may be accompanied by a spouse and/or a carer.  Widows and widowers of WWII veterans are also eligible, in most cases. Applicants can apply for a fixed amount grant of between £150 and £5,500 depending on the number of people taking part and the destination. It is difficult to determine demand precisely, so we have decided to focus on supporting each eligible application and meeting the demand as and when it occurs between 1st April 2009 and the deadline for applications, which is 31st January 2011.  

Grants towards the costs of commemorative visits.    A fixed amount of money will be available for each veteran and their spouse and/or carer towards the cost of their visit.  There will five levels of funding according to the destination. These fixed amounts have been set so that there is enough money to cover the cost of travel and insurance. Cotswolds Conservation Board Sustainable Development Fund

The Cotswolds Conservation Board Sustainable Development Fund has been set up to encourage innovative projects that help to achieve more sustainable ways of living in areas of countryside of great natural beauty and diversity. Projects may enhance and conserve local culture, wildlife, landscape, land use, economy or the quality of local community life. They will seek to ensure an improved quality of life for everyone, now and for future generations. 

The level of grant support varies. For example, voluntary sector applicants can be considered for a grant of 75% of total project cost. Whilst larger grants can be considered; these will only be available in exceptional circumstances and in most cases this will require a considerable contribution in kind, such as volunteer time or loan of equipment, premises, land etc. Local authorities will only be considered for grants of up to 50% of project value. Currently the maximum grant we can consider giving is £13,000. However, most offers are much smaller than this; which enables more projects to benefit from the Fund. 

Proposed projects should have the demonstrable support and involvement of the local community, and demonstrate partnership working and social inclusion.
Who can apply?

Public, private, voluntary sector, individuals, businesses or community groups can apply. Individuals or businesses can only be beneficiaries where the project shows a clear benefit to the wider community.

Eligibility
Successful projects will demonstrate they meet ALL of the essential criteria AND at least one of the desirable criteria. Whilst they do not have to be located within the Cotswolds AONB, projects must demonstrate how they will benefit the AONB. 

It will not be possible to give grants to every project which satisfies the criteria; due to its small size. Therefore it is a competitive process. The Grants Sub-committee will decide which projects will receive grants. Green Light for Four Eco-Towns and New Energy Standards 

Housing Minister, John Healey, has today announced the first four eco-towns sites which have passed the Government's standards to go through to the next planning phase, full public consultation and local planning approval.

Together with the plans for eco-towns, John Healey has announced tougher new energy standards for all new homes from 2016 to be zero carbon and launched a review to combine the Government's climate change and renewable energy planning policy statements.

With more than a quarter of Britain's CO2 emissions produced from homes, the announcements are a major step towards meeting the Government's green policy pledges and Britain's transition to a low carbon country.

The successful eco-town sites will pioneer innovative design and infrastructure for greener living.  They are:

Whitehill-Bordon in Hampshire; 

St Austell (China Clay) in Cornwall; 

Rackheath in Norfolk; and 

North West Bicester in Oxfordshire. 

Mr Healey announced that developers in the four successful locations will be able to bid for a share of £60 million to support local infrastructure.  He said he wanted to see at least six second wave areas and is making up to £5 million available for councils to conduct further planning work on proposals.

Eco-towns will include:

the toughest standards for sustainability, with smart meters to track energy use, community heat sources and charging points for electric cars; smart, efficient, affordable homes taking their energy from the sun, wind and earth.  Residents will be able to control the heat and ventilation of their homes at the touch of a button; and sell their surplus energy into the grid; all homes located within ten minutes' walk of frequent public transport and everyday neighbourhood services; parks, playgrounds and gardens that will make up 40 per cent - two fifths - of the towns.  Children will attend local zero carbon schools, making use of the paths and cycle ways; zero carbon buildings including shops, restaurants and public buildings.  Car journeys will make up less than half of all journeys.  All the homes will reach at least level 4 of the Code for Sustainable Homes - including standards for energy efficiency, recycling, water efficiency and reduced pollution - saving a typical home £200-500 a year in energy bills. 

Rossington near Doncaster and North-East Elsenham in Essex are still developing proposals for their sites and these could draw on the £5 million second wave funding and wider government support available.

Working Neighbourhoods Fund: Working Neighbourhoods Grants

Background:

The Working Neighbourhoods Fund (WNF) replaces the Neighbourhood Renewal Fund and the Deprived Areas Fund and is allocated on the basis of indices of deprivation. Cornwall has been allocated transitional WNF of £600,000 for 08/09 and 240,000 for 09/10 due to the levels of deprivation in Penwith.

WNF aims to bring together the local and community focus of the Department for Communities and Local Government and the Welfare Reform agenda of the Department for Work and Pensions. The purpose of this investment is for local councils, their partners and communities to develop more concentrated, concerted, community-led approaches to getting people in the most deprived areas back to work and tackle worklessness and low level skills.

Cornwall Works provides an overarching strategy and brand for the delivery of welfare to work activity in Cornwall through the Local Area Agreement. It is not a delivery project in its own right but brings together partners, organisations and funding streams to develop a coherent approach to ensuring that more people can enter work, stay in work and progress in work. This strategy relies on both bottom up, community-based delivery approaches and top down, joined-up service delivery in order to achieve the twin goals of inclusion of people who are furthest from the labour market and/or long-term benefit dependent and prevention of people from dropping out of work or school, and prevention from long-term benefit dependency.  

Penwith District Council has decided to pool the WNF into the bigger Cornwall Works pot to ensure wider delivery and best value for money. Thy have also agreed a £100,000 allocation of WNF for Working Neighbourhoods Grants to be administered through Cornwall Works. The grants should add value and fill gaps in current delivery and Cornwall Works will provide facilitators to assist applicants either to progress their application or to link with other activity/projects/organisations.  Additional guidance for applicants and contact details are provided with the application form. Key principles for the Working Neighbourhoods Grants are outlined below:

Objectives

Applications must be in line with the goals of inclusion and (or) prevention set out above. They must demonstrate how they form part of an overall approach to tackling worklessness and low skills levels. Applicants must understand:

Gloucestershire Grassroots grants scheme
The Grassroots Grants programme is funded by the Office of the Third Sector and delivered into Gloucestershire by the Gloucestershire Community Foundation.  This programme will run until March 2011; however it is anticipated that grant making will cease in December 2010.

Grants of between £250.00 and £5000.00 are available to small groups to help respond to the diverse needs of communities and should therefore be used to fund a wide range of activities. Projects can apply for a one-off payment, or payments spread over 3 years (2008-2011) or apply for separate grants but you cannot apply for more than £5000 in total. 

Projects must have been active in your local community for at least 12 months prior to 31 December of the year in which you are submitting the Grassroots application, and be able to evidence this. 

Projects do not need to be a registered charity, but can be a community group without charitable status, but you must be of charitable purpose and ‘not for profit’.

If your project is operating under an umbrella organisation, you need to be able to demonstrate your independent decision-making (ie have your own management committee) and financial management; you should have your own set of rules or constitution, and your own bank/building society account.  

The project must be volunteer led or with a large volunteer input and also have evidence of income of LESS than £30,000 per annum. This should be taken as an average over the last three financial years, or over the life of your organisation, if it is less than three years. 

This income rule may present difficulties for small groups that traditionally have minimal annual income but have undertaken a major fund-raising effort for a specific purpose, such as a Village Hall refurbishment project for instance, because this impacts on their average income over the three year period.

The fund aims to help third sector organisations be more resilient to the impact of the economic downturn.

Free broadband access to 500 disadvantaged children 

Residential broadband provider Virgin Media has teamed up with the e-Learning Foundation to give free broadband access to 500 children from low income families, who are not already connected to the Internet at home. The project is part of Virgin Media's 'Power to all People' initiative which includes the e-Learning Foundation and UK online centres, which support adults in getting the skills required to use ICT efficiently. 
Low income families from 16 primary and secondary schools in five cities - Birmingham, Bristol, Newcastle, Nottingham and Liverpool - will benefit from this initiative. Each family involved in the project will receive a free fibre optic broadband connection for a year, together with training for parents at UK online centres to help demystify computer use and the Internet and give guidance on how to keep their children safe online.

BBC Children in Need raised a record-breaking total of £20,991,216 following the Appeal night last November. BBC Children in Need has awarded £14.8 million to 422 projects across the UK working with disadvantaged children and young people and have announced that this spring they will be allocating the first of three rounds of grants this year. All grants are targeted to areas where they will make a real difference and are allocated geographically to ensure that all corners of the UK receive a share of the money raised, and projects supported work with children and young people who may be affected by homelessness, neglect, abuse or poverty, or those who are living with a serious illness, disability or psychological disorder.

 The minimum grant awarded was of £600 and the maximum £182,683. 

There are four general grant deadlines each year: 15 January, 15 April, 15 July, 15 October

BBC Children in Need distributes grants to properly constituted not for profit organisations that work with disadvantaged children below the age of 18 living in the UK (including the Isle of Man and the Channel Islands). 

Their disadvantages will include:

· Illness, distress, abuse or neglect 

· Any kind of disability 

· Behavioural or psychological problems 

· Living in poverty or situations of deprivation 

Applications should demonstrate how your project will change the lives of children for the better. It should be entirely focused on children. Where possible and appropriate it should take into account children’s views and involve them in decision making.  Organisations must have:

· A constitution or governing document

· Their own bank/building society account

· At least two unrelated cheque signatories

· A written child protection policy

· Adequate and appropriate insurance

Grants can be awarded for up to three years at a time, but one year grants are only given for:

· Capital Projects 

· Seasonal Projects e.g. holiday playschemes 

· Holidays and outings 

· Equipment & Welfare Funds 

The Appeal does not give grants for:

· Trips abroad or projects abroad 

· Medical treatment or medical research 

· Unspecified expenditure 

· Deficit funding/repayment of loans 

· Retrospective funding 

· Projects unable to start within twelve months 

· Distribution to another/other organisation(s) 

· General appeals or endowment funds 

· The relief of statutory responsibilities   

· The promotion of religion

· Projects for pregnancy testing or advice, information or counselling on pregnancy choices
